CALL TO ORDER: 
 
AVM/CEDD Gilbertson stated Chair Kennerley was not in attendance and requested a motion 
from the Architectural Review Board (ARB) to appoint a Chair Pro Tem for the meeting.  
 
Member Baskin moved and Member Santosuosso seconded the motion to nominate Member 
Orzeske Chair Pro Tem for the November 19, 2019 ARB meeting.  
 
The motion passed unanimously by voice vote. 
 
Chair Pro Tem Orzeske called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.  
 
1.0 ROLL CALL 

The roll was called by PDM Zozulya. Chair Pro Tem Orzeske declared a quorum to be 
present. 
 

2.0 APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

2.1 Approval of the minutes of the Architectural Review Board meeting held on 
Thursday, October 17, 2019 

 
Member Baskin moved and Member Santosuosso seconded the motion to 
approve the minutes as presented for the October 17, 2019 ARB meeting. 

 
The motion passed unanimously by voice vote. 

 
3.0 ITEMS OF GENERAL BUSINESS 

3.1 Consideration of Site and Building Design, Signage, Landscaping, and Lighting 
Plans for a Proposed Building Addition to Daniel Wright Junior High School – 
1370 Riverwoods Road (Lincolnshire-Prairie View School District 103)  

 
PDM Zozulya provided an overview of the request. She stated School District 
103 is seeking the ARB’s design review for a 1,800-square-foot building 
addition to create additional classroom space in response to their growing 
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enrollment. The Village Board held a preliminary evaluation of the request at 
the November 11, 2019 Committee of the Whole meeting and referred the 
request to the Zoning Board for a Special Use permit and variation requests, 
and to the ARB for design review. PDM Zozulya stated the Zoning Board held 
a public hearing on November 12, 2019 and provided a unanimous favorable 
recommendation with a condition that the parking lot be brought into code 
compliance when future parking lot improvements are implemented. She 
noted the ARB review should focus on site and building design, signage, 
landscaping, and lighting. PDM Zozulya added the application is scheduled for 
final review by the Village Board at its November 25, 2019 Committee of the 
Whole meeting.    

 
Matt Bickel, Wold Architects & Engineers provided additional detail on the 
proposed improvements. He said the project includes a relocated main 
entrance to create a sense of formal entry and installation of a backlit wall 
identification sign that states “Daniel Wright Junior High School” on the 
building façade adjacent to the main entrance. He reviewed the material and 
color scheme of the building. Mr. Bickel noted two of the three existing 
ground signs will remain. The smaller of the two ground signs next to the 
building will be refaced, and the landscaping at the base of both signs will be 
enhanced.  

 
Leo Morand of Gewalt Hamilton summarized the proposed site configuration 
and changes to stormwater detention. 

 
Mr. Bickel presented and reviewed photos of the perimeter of the building to 
demonstrate the proposed and current brick building material and the color 
variations which occurred as a result of several previous additions. Mr. Bickel 
also reviewed the interior floor plan and proposed reconfiguration. He then 
addressed the proposed landscape plan.  

 
Member Santosuosso inquired if there will be lights installed under the 
proposed canopy. Mr. Bickel stated lights will be installed, but they are 
currently not included in the photo metrics plan. PDM Zozulya stated based on 
the location of the lights and their intensity, staff did not anticipate any 
impact on light levels at property lines.  
 
Member Santosuosso inquired whether future additions are contemplated to 
accommodate additional students. Scott Gaunky, Director of Facilities for 
School District 103, stated no future additions are currently planned.  
 
Member Baskin said he appreciates the design vision which complements the 
mid-century modern model and congratulated the petitioner on incorporating 
new materials throughout the building design. He expressed concerns with 
landscaping, stating his desire to see plantings throughout the property to 
include color throughout all seasons. Mr. Gaunkey stated they incorporated 
year-round color and previously planted entryway landscaping through grants 
from the Lincolnshire Garden Club and student-led projects with oversight by 
the school biology teacher as part of an outdoor lab space. Member Baskin 
stated he would like to see additional landscaping to benefit the students. 
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Member Baskin moved and Member Santosuosso seconded the motion for 
Item 3.1, that the Architectural Review Board recommended the Village Board 
approve the proposed site and building design, signage, landscaping, and 
lighting plans for the Daniel Wright Junior High School property, located at 
1370 Riverwoods Road, as presented in the petitioner’s presentation packet, 
dated November 12, 2019, and further subject to the petitioner’s 
consideration of additional landscaping installation to enhance the outdoor 
experience for students.

The motion passed unanimously by voice vote. 
 

3.2 Approval of a Minor Amendment to a Special Use Permit to Permit Recently-
Completed Exterior Building Color Changes for SpringHill Suites Hotel – 300 
Marriott Drive (Color Applications, Inc.)  

 
PDM Zozulya provided an overview of the request. She stated the petitioner, 
SpringHill Suites Hotel, seeks ARB approval of recent exterior building color at 
300 Marriott Drive. The hotel was developed in 2000 in the O/Ia Office 
Industrial Zoning District, and was granted a Special Use Permit with 
variations at that time. She stated that as part of the approvals, the Village 
approved exterior building materials and colors which were presented in the 
packet. PDM Zozulya stated the petitioner recently repainted the exteriors to 
blue, grey, and white representing SpringHill Suites current corporate 
branding colors. She further stated the petitioner was not aware this type of 
exterior change required ARB review and approval. 
 
Robert Morris, Color Applications, Inc., representing SpringHill Suites, 
apologized to the ARB for not obtaining approval prior to painting the building 
exterior. Mr. Morris summarized the rebranding effort of SpringHill Suites, 
noting the extensive research that went into the color selection that is being 
applied to SpringHill Suites nationally. He then presented photos of the hotel 
that illustrated the new color scheme.  
 
Member McCall stated he was on the ARB at the time SpringHill Suites was 
initially reviewed, stating the original color was selected to compliment the 
red masonry. He added he is not in favor of the blue color. Member Baskin 
said he understands the rebranding effort, but the color must be in context 
with other building colors, adding the original color enhanced the community 
and building. Trustee-Liaison Hancock asked members if the petitioner had 
sought this color prior to painting, would the ARB approve the selection. ARB 
members stated they would have advised the ARB to not approve the 
selection. Member Santosuosso said the petitioner needs to find a solution 
that will work with the red brick exterior element of the building, adding the 
ARB will work with the hotel to come up with a solution. Mr. Morris stated he 
does not have the authority to authorize any exterior color changes without 
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the input of the Marriott Corporation. PDM Zozulya stated staff has shared 
their concerns with local hotel management team about the color. She added 
local management understands the process and concerns regarding the color 
choice. Representatives from SpringHill Suites were primarily concerned about 
whether changes would be required immediately after the ARB review given 
the winter season. Staff informed the management that any required changes 
would be deferred until favorable weather conditions. Chair Pro Tem Orzeske 
stated he is sympathetic to corporate rebranding efforts and policy but prefers 
the original colors. He did not think the petitioner should alter the color of the 
existing brick through whitewashing as that would undermine its structural 
integrity. 
 
Member McCall moved, seconded by Member Baskin to continue the request 
for a minor amendment to the Special Use for SpringHill Suites, requesting 
the petitioner resubmit with alternate color pallet selections and paint 
schemes for further consideration.

The motion passed unanimously by voice vote. 
 
Dee Wade, Projects Manager, Color Applications Inc, said he will provide 
alternative paint schemes for review with Marriott Corporation 
representatives. PDM Zozulya stated staff will stay in touch with the petitioner 
regarding their next appearance before the ARB once the petitioner submits 
options for review. 
 

3.3 Workshop regarding Site and Building Design, Signage, Landscaping, and 
Lighting Plans for a Large, Full-Service, Recreation, Health, and Fitness 
Facility Known as the St. James – 90, 98 & 100 Half Day Road (TSJ 
Lincolnshire Property LLC)  
  
PDM Zozulya provided an overview of the request and purpose of the 
workshop, including reviews of site and building design, signage, landscaping 
and lighting. She stated there will be no formal action taken, as the TSJ 
Lincolnshire Property LLC (the petitioner) is only seeking an exchange of 
concept and ideas, receive feedback from the ARB, and refine the plans as 
needed for further review and recommendation at a future meeting. Member 
Baskin stated there was a lot to review. He suggested the ARB narrow their 
review to site, exterior design, and overall design concept for the current 
meeting, given the large scope of the proposal. Chair Pro Tem Orzeski said 
the petitioner should have the opportunity to make their full presentation and 
the ARB will provide comments. PDM Zozulya reviewed the respective 
purviews of the ARB and the Village Board to reiterate the aspects of the 
petitioner’s proposal that the ARB could provide feedback on. 
 
Michael Kerin, Director of Real Estate Development for The St. James, 
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summarized the mission and vision of The St. James. He stated The St. James 
develops and operates premier sports, wellness, and entertainment 
destinations in the country. Mr. Kerin presented interior photos of various 
entertainment and food venues that will be available at The St. James. He 
also summarized site conditions and proximity to the tollway, noting the site 
includes approximately 43 acres that received zoning approvals for The St. 
James as well as recreation, entertainment, and hospitality uses. He stated 
the wooded perimeter of the site will remain to provide screening, and tree 
preservation will be a priority. He further stated the building design will be 
clean, bright, and inviting to reflect company’s brand. 
 
Keith Demchinski, Landscape Architect with Kimley-Horn, provided an 
overview of the landscape plan, noting the efforts to preserve existing trees 
along the perimeter of the property. He stated the majority of tree removal 
will occur within the site, adding more trees will be planted than removed. Mr. 
Demchinski provided photos of existing trees along the southern and western 
perimeters of the property. He added site furnishings and vertical landscaping 
will be added to enhance the clean lines of the building, and the majority of 
the proposed plant palette will be native to the surrounding area and provide 
year-round color. 
 
Scott Wilson, Engineer with Kimley-Horn, summarized the governmental 
review processes that have taken place to date regarding site plans, 
wetlands, and drainage. Final engineering plans have been submitted to both 
Lake County and Village staff. The site will meet current watershed ordinance 
requirements per Lake County.  
 
Jeff Barber, Architect with Gensler, presented an overview of the interior floor 
plans and building elevations. Parapets on the roof will provide rooftop 
screening. Mr. Barber said The St. James front entry will include a geometric 
design element to provide visual interest upon entering the site and will 
complement landscaping. He indicated the fieldhouse will include translucent 
clerestory windows and the building’s orientation will maximize energy 
efficiency. He stated the entrance will include precast vertical panels with a 
muted color palette to convey a sense of calm, with dynamism provided in 
the geometry of the design. 
 
Reginald Truxon, Architect with Gensler, summarized the lighting plan, stating 
nighttime views will have minimal lighting, allowing a more natural glow from 
the building. Lighting for the pedestrian path and parking lot will be provided 
mainly for security and will face downward to minimize light pollution. Mr. 
Truxon provided further detail on the monument and wall signage, both of 
which will be internally illuminated. The wayfinding sign letters will be a 
reflective material but will not be illuminated.  
 
Member Baskin stated he had previous experience with the site. He asked 
how The St. James brand relates to the Lincolnshire community. He 
suggested providing a master plan for the entire 43-acre property and more 
landscaping, noting his concerns regarding building size. He suggested scaling 
it down, softening the parking lots, and complementing the community. 
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Member Baskin inquired whether the petitioner plans to pursue LEED 
(Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design) certification for this project. 
Mr. Kerin stated they are reviewing environmental design concepts that will 
include both green components and energy efficiencies. 
 
Chair Pro Tem Orzeske noted the potential problems of vehicle stacking and 
concerns of traffic backing up onto Half Day Road. He stated the building is 
very large and he is concerned about the economic viability of a single-use 
building and potential future reuse. He further stated there appears to be 
significant activity confined to a small area at the building entry, with 
additional impacts possible when remaining outlots are developed. Chair Pro 
Tem Orzeske also commented on the scale of the building, adding he would 
like to see renderings that address the pedestrian flow, and the plaza to 
include colors and materials. 
 
Member McCall inquired about facility use and membership/occupancy 
projections. Mr. Kerin replied KLOA (Kenig, Lindgren, O’Hara, Aboona, Inc.) is 
the traffic consultant for the project. They will consult with KLOA to request 
more numbers on usage during the varying events and also request additional 
review of traffic patterns at the main entrance drop off point. Member McCall 
stated the development presents a design style similar to a university 
campus, adding the style of the precast elements provides architectural 
interest. He expressed his appreciation for the downward lighting effects. 
Member McCall also noted his concern regarding long walks from the parking 
areas to the front entrance and commented the 75’ height of the fieldhouse 
adds to the building mass. He suggested additional design elements to the 
building to break up the mass, noting the site is a perfect location for high-
traffic uses. Member Baskin stated the walk to the building should be as 
pleasing as the walk through the building. He suggested modifying the 
parking lot for an improved pedestrian experience.  
 
Member Santosuosso asked whether the pervious surface includes all 
proposed buildings. Mr. Kerin stated he will review this with his engineering 
team and provide a response at the next meeting. Member Santosuosso 
noted concerns about the adjacent Florsheim property and potential 
residential development, stating he would prefer car circulation closer to the 
building rather that at the perimeter, as well as a taller berm. He further 
suggested designating a parking area for buses only. Mr. Kerin stated The St. 
James development near Washington, D.C., buses park off site. Member 
Santosuosso commented that might be problematic in this area. Member 
Santosuosso suggested they consider a boulevard and include a turning area 
for drop-offs in the parking lot areas to provide more efficient movement into 
and out of the site. Member Santosuosso inquired whether the proposed 
loading will be sufficient. Mr. Kerin stated the loading is appropriate for their 
operations.   
 
In summary, the ARB provided the following comments for The St. James 
development team to consider for revisions in preparation for a future 
meeting where additional review will take place: 
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• Scale down the building and provide continuity of materials on the building 
exterior with emphasis on breaking up building mass. 

• Put the building in context with the community; provide information on 
how The St. James brand relates to Lincolnshire. 

• Provide renderings of the proposed building to “human scale”. 
• Provide a Master Plan for site and future development of outlots. 
• Break up the parking lot with landscaping, open and/or green spaces for 

pedestrians. 
• Enhance the scale and design of the plaza. 
• Review traffic circulation, bus stacking/parking, front entry drop-off, and 

loading areas. 
• Install a bigger berm. 

 
Chair Pro Tem Orzeske opened the floor for public comment. 
 
Rob Weinberg, Lincolnshire resident from the Sutton Place subdivision, stated 
he appreciated the ARB’s comments regarding the scale of the building. Mr. 
Weinberg said the building looks like a sports team facility. He is concerned 
this will become a 24/7 operation with multiple buses and trucks. He stated 
he believes traffic will increase from all directions, not just the tollway.   
 
Bob Schafer, Lincolnshire resident from the Wood Creek Courts subdivision, 
stated his appreciation for the ARB’s comments. He suggested getting input 
from the Lincolnshire Riverwoods Fire Protection District for egress and ability 
to respond to an emergency on the perimeter of the building. PDM Zozulya 
stated that Fire Protection District reviewed the plans as part of the 
Development Review Team.  
 
Chair Pro Tem Orzeske asked if there were other members of the audience 
wishing to speak. There being no further comments, Chair Pro Tem Orzeske 
closed the public hearing. 
 
PDM Zozulya stated staff will meet with petitioner for follow-up and will 
schedule the next ARB review regarding this proposal at a future date.

Background 

 Bradford Allen Realty Services, the 

property owner and petitioner, seeks a 

major amendment to the Tri-State 

Planned Unit Development (PUD) to 

amend the comprehensive sign package 

regarding wall sign regulations for the 200 

Tri-State International office building. The 

building is marked with a red dot in Figure 

1 and is shown in the attached map (see 

Document 1).  

 

 The amendment is required to allow a 

larger-than-permitted wall sign on the 

east elevation (tollway-facing) of the 200 

Tri-State International office building. The 

sign would depict the name and brand for 

Amerimark Interactive, anchor tenant for 

the building. No other signage is currently 

located on the building.   

 

 The 107,888-square-foot 200 Tri-State International building is located in the CDW Office 

Center (formerly known as the Tri-State International Center) at the southwest corner of 

Half Day Road and Interstate 94 Highway. The office complex consists of four other 

buildings at 25, 75, 100, and 300 Tri-State International. The property is part of the 

Commercial Sign District.  

 

 Amerimark Interactive is the parent company of LTD Commodities specializing in home, 

garden, clothing, sporting, pet, toy, and holiday decor products. LTD Commodities has 

had a presence in Lincolnshire since 1998. In 2018, the company moved its corporate 

headquarters to its current 66,000-square-foot space.

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 The CDW Center was developed in 1986 as a Planned Unit Development in the B2 General 

Business zoning district. Wall signage is currently governed by Ordinance#16-3393-120 

(see attached Document 3). The ordinance contains current wall sign regulations for all 

four Tri-State buildings with certain dimensions exceeding the Sign Code. For the 200 Tri-

State building, the ordinance allows the display of one wall sign on the east elevation 

(tollway-facing) that exceeds the Sign Code’s maximum lettering height permissibility. 

The ordinance also requires design review by the Architectural Review Board (ARB) and 

final review/approval by the Village Board.  

 

 The Village Board held a preliminary evaluation regarding the 200 Tri-State International 

revised comprehensive sign package request at the November 25, 2019 Committee of the 

Whole meeting and referred it to the ARB for review and recommendation (see below for 

additional details on Agenda Item 3.1). The ARB is also requested to review the Amerimark 

Interactive wall sign design and provide a recommendation to the Board (see below for 

additional details on Agenda Item 3.2). (Note: a preliminary evaluation was not required 

for the proposed wall sign by code and ordinance).  

 

Request Summary & Staff Comments  

Agenda Item 3.1 – Comprehensive Sign Package  

 As stated in the petitioner’s cover letter and shown in the presentation packet (see 

Document 2), they would like to amend the PUD to revise the comprehensive sign package 

for the 200 Tri-State International building (current wall sign regulations for the other Tri-

State buildings will remain the same). The amendment would impact only the wall sign 

size permissibility, with the sign approval process remaining the same (ARB review and 

final review/approval by the Village Board). The amended regulations would benefit the 

proposed Amerimark wall sign (see below for details) and any future replacement wall 

signs on the 200 Tri-State building either for this or other tenants. Table 1 compares the 

existing/proposed wall sign regulations as well as those in the Commercial Sign District.

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Agenda Item 3.2 – Amerimark Interactive Wall Sign  

 The petitioner is proposing a new identification wall sign for Amerimark Interactive, 

consisting of a 4.5’-tall by 9’-long blue logo and 2’7”-tall by 34’-long white letters facing 

the tollway. The logo is consistent with the company brand and will be approximately 1.5’ 

from the edge of the wall. The same logo is displayed on the center’s multi-tenant ground 

sign identifying the company along the tollway. The sign would be installed at a height of 

over 55’ from grade and would occupy 3% of the overall wall area. The building is set 

back more than 350’ from the tollway. Table 1 provides a comparison between the 

proposed sign and the existing signs on adjacent buildings in the CDW Center. The 

proposed sign has 21 characters with spaces, versus six characters for the Wipfli sign and 

three characters for the CDW sign.    

 

 The petitioner prepared a rendering showing the proposed wall sign designed to the 

current dimensional requirements per code (see attached Document 2). The sign vendor 

contends the sign would not be visible from the adjacent parking lot or the tollway. They 

also included photos of comparable signs along the tollway and in other locations for 

reference. Staff believes the proposed sign is appropriately scaled to the building and is 

consistent with the other similarly-located signs. Staff requests the ARB determine 

whether the sign is appropriately scaled and fits the building while allowing the company 

sufficient visibility and identification.

office/industrial property at 505 Bond 

Street, as shown in Figure 1 and 

attached location map. The request is 

supported by the current property 

owner Black Dog Lincolnshire Realty.  

 

 The 1.3-acre property in the 

Lincolnshire Business Center was 

developed with a 19,642-square-

foot, two-story masonry building in 

1995 for Imperial Die & Mold 

Company.  It was later occupied by 

Marantec, Product Development 

Technologies, Harvard Plastics, and 

most recently, Black Dog Speed 

Shop. Black Dog Speed Shop recently 

relocated to a larger facility at 600 

Barclay Boulevard. The property is 

zoned O/Id Office-Industrial.   

 

Project Overview & Staff Comments 

Parking Lot 

 The existing parking lot consists of 28 parking spaces. The petitioner proposes to add 13 

new spaces for a total of 41 parking spaces (including two ADA spaces), providing two 

more spaces than required by code. The existing spaces are located along the south side 

of the property, and the additional spaces are proposed along the east side of the property 

to accommodate Pear Tree Catering’s operations. The company expects an average of 20 

employees and 10 catering vehicles on-site at any given time (see attached Document 2). 

The additional parking spaces will be accessed via an existing south curb cut off Bond

Street (the north curb cut will continue to be used for loading only). The proposed parking 

lot location and dimensions meet code. The petitioner obtained preliminary approvals from 

the Lake County Stormwater Management Commission (SMC) regarding on-site detention. 

A final SMC permit will be required prior to permit issuance.   

 

Landscaping 

 The landscape plan shows removal of two existing Locust and Linden trees and installation 

of nine new Gingko, Crabapple, Honey Locust and Spruce trees, as well as shrubs and 

grasses. The trees are proposed for removal to make room for the new improvements. 

The code-prescribed value of the proposed trees is less than the value of the trees to be 

removed due to site conditions not allowing for the planting of additional trees. Staff will 

work with the petitioner to address the difference in value at building permitting to satisfy 

code requirements.   

 

Lighting 

 Pear Tree Catering proposes to replace three existing light poles with three new light poles 

mounted at 25’ from grade which is compliant with code. Additionally, they propose to 

install new wall-mounted lights to replace existing lights (see attached Document 2). The 

photometric plan indicates lighting intensity at the property line meets code.  

 

Trash Enclosure 

 The petitioner is proposing to install a new 6’-tall trash enclosure at the southeast corner 

of the building, replacing an existing smaller enclosure in the same location. The enclosure 

is to be designed of solid masonry sides and a metal gate to match the color of the building 

(see Document 2).   

 

Approval Process  

The Architectural Review Board has the final authority to review code-compliant site plan 

improvements per Code Section 6-14-5.

Background 

 At the November 19, 2019 Architectural Review Board (ARB) meeting, the ARB held a 

workshop to review site and building design, signage, landscaping and lighting for the 

proposed The St. James recreation, health, and fitness facility. The ARB provided 

feedback and direction regarding enhancements to the site and building design. The ARB 

requested the following revisions prior to the continued ARB review (see the attached 

meeting minutes for details): 

 

1. Scale the building down. 

2. Put the building in context with the community; provide information on how The St. 

James brand relates to Lincolnshire. 

3. Provide renderings of the proposed building to “human scale”. 

4. Provide continuity of materials on the building exterior with emphasis on breaking up 

building mass. 

5. Provide a Master Plan for site and future development of outlots. 

6. Break up the parking lot with landscaping, open and/or green spaces for pedestrians. 

7. Enhance the scale and design of the plaza. 

8. Review traffic circulation, bus stacking/parking, front entry drop-off, and loading 

areas. 

9. Install a bigger berm.

Thank you very much for providing The St. James the opportunity to present our plan for the 
redevelopment of the 43-acre parcel located at the northwest corner of Route 22 and I-94 (the 
“Property”). We appreciate your input and guidance regarding our plan to create a premier destination 
for sports, entertainment, hospitality and wellness within the Village of Lincolnshire. 

The following are comments from the ARB Board that arose during our ARB Workshop on November 19, 
2019, and our responses to those comments:  

Scale down the building, and provide continuity of materials on the building exterior with emphasis 
on breaking up the mass: 

We received important feedback at our ARB workshop and have submitted design improvements 
recognizing intended further developments which also respond to ARB comments. While the St. James is 
a large facility, we have made every effort to break down the scale, screen the larger elements with 
landscape, and create an open view to interior and exterior activity across the entire entry façade. The 
main façade is highly articulated and centers on a generous glazed entry condition. 

Regarding the perceived length of the building, as a first step we have pushed the pool and waterpark 
100’-0” back from the main façade, and placed a landscaped park in front of it, shortening the visible 
building by 190’-0” in width. Then we have set back the gymnastics area and created a different façade 
rhythm and a darker color, again perceptually shortening the main façade by roughly 100’-0” and 
creating a series of four distinct elements in the front of the building all living under one roof. Each of 
these elements is scaled to a more human proportion in its shortened width. 

The visible building is already quite low in height at 45’-0” and is consistent with the height of the 
current office buildings on site. This front building stands so far forward of the larger field house, that in 
eye level views the taller elements are almost never visible – including the mechanical units. 
Additionally, by using a long diagonal canopy, the effective height of the building to a pedestrian comes 
all the way down to 15’ at the southwestern edge. Therefore, we have focused on scale and composition 
about the length of the façade, not the height.  

We had our Civil Engineering Team review lowering the fieldhouse finished floor elevation and have 
determined that it cannot be lowered below the current finished floor elevation of the building.  There is 
a careful balance between parking/building elevations and the conveyance of stormwater in a flooded 
condition on this site.  The 100-year overflow route that is conveyed along the rear drive is designed to 
be no closer than one foot below the lowest opening to the fieldhouse.  If we were to lower the floor 
even 6 inches, the parking lot would flood the building in a 100-year event.  There is little to no flexibility 
in lowering the building due to stormwater requirements and floodplain elevations within the adjacent 
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North Branch of the Chicago River.  Furthermore, we need to be aware that there are life-safety 
considerations. It is in the best interest of the health, safety, and welfare of the general public to align 
the adjacent ground plane to maintain a convenient and safe egress pathways. If the building were to be 
placed lower that the ground plane, it would complicate egress pathways by introducing stairs and/or 
ramps at every doorway and utilize more the public pathways outside of the building. For these reasons, 
we think that the fieldhouse building should remain at the current elevation. 

 

Put the building in context with the community; provide information on how The St. James brand 
relates to Lincolnshire: 

The St. James features best-in-class facilities, programming, instruction, training and active fun in an 
environment that will engage, inspire and delight everyone who comes through our doors. 

The St. James Sports Complex aims to be a center of the social community at Lincolnshire, where people 
will come to celebrate the best moments of their lives.  The design will be clean and bright and will be 
executed with the highest level of quality and refinement. It will have a magnetic presence that will 
draw people in and create a positive energy in the local community.   

Lincolnshire has a rich diversity of buildings - from some carefully detailed smaller brick buildings, to 
some larger commercial office buildings and even some nearby warehouse facilities. This diverse set of 
buildings upholds the Lincolnshire design guideline: “new construction and redevelopment should be 
mindful of the existing architectural context but should establish its own unique identity and place 
within Lincolnshire to avoid producing undistinguishable environments”.  

One can see that we have achieved a landscape plan well above code compliance and have created 
modestly sized areas for parking, without too great a width to cross before accessing a tree-lined 
walking path to the building entrance. 

 

Provide renderings of the proposed building to human scale: 

We have included several renderings and perspectives from a human vantage point in the ARB 
Supplemental Submittal dated December 10, 2019.  

 

Provide a Master Plan for site and future development of outlots: 

To satisfy this request, and for point of reference only, we have included an example of how the future 
lots could be developed and have included it on the vehicular circulation exhibit to help illustrate how 
the site would flow in the ARB Supplemental Submittal dated December 10, 2019.  

 

Break up the parking lot with landscaping, open and/or green spaces for pedestrians: 

Since the ARB Workshop on November 19, 2019, the following revisions were made to the site plan to 
accommodate additional parking lot landscaping, opens space and safe pedestrian movement through 
the site: 

 A boulevard, which intersects the north and south parking lots on the east side of the site, was 
added to the site plan and contains an alee of trees, groundcover, and a pedestrian sidewalk.   



 

 An additional sidewalk was added to the west side of the southeast parking area for safe and 
direct pedestrian access to and from the main building entry.   

 An underground detention system was redesigned to allow for parking lot islands that 
previously didn’t contain parking lot trees, to now include trees, ornamental grasses and 
perennials.   

 The sidewalk along the east side of the building, the primary pedestrian access for visitors 
parking in the northeast parking area, was widened to 12’ to allow for canopy trees along the 
east side of the sidewalk in addition to proposed evergreen and upright columnar trees along 
the foundation of the building west of the sidewalk.   

 In total, (30) additional trees and approximately 7,000 square feet of green space was added to 
the site. 

 

Enhance the scale and design of the plaza: 

New perspectives have been added to the ARB Supplemental Submittal dated December 10, 2019, in 
effort to better illustrate the design and scale of the plaza. 

 

Review traffic circulation; bus stacking/parking, and front entry drop off and loading: 

The St. James operations team at the Springfield, VA facility has indicated that on busy event days, they 
have witnessed at most (8) buses parked within the parking lot areas.  It was also indicated that there 
are instances where buses have left the property until the time at which they returned to pick up the 
participants.  The updated Site Plan included in the ARB Supplemental Submittal dated December 10, 
2019, reflects areas at both the northeast and northwest corners of the parking lot that can 
accommodate a total of (11) buses (45’ length typical Greyhound buses) in parallel parking spaces.   

A traffic circulation plan has been provided in the ARB Supplemental Submittal dated December 10, 
2019, and will be reviewed as part of our next ARB presentation that includes additional entry lanes into 
the east and west parking lots to allow for an increased distribution of traffic into The St. James 
development.  In addition, and for reference only, example site plans for the future development lots 
include traffic circulation ingress/egress within the development. 

The St. James engaged Kimley-Horn’s office local to the Springfield, VA facility to study the parking and 
drop-off operations on a typical weekday and an event day on the weekend where a high number of 
guests were anticipated.  The following information is for your review and consideration to address 
concerns about stacking within the drop-off area and parking demands on a unique facility of The St. 
James type: 

On a typical day, based on parking observations from 5:00 AM to 9:00 AM, there is minimal activity 
during the morning, with less than (100) vehicles parked in any given hour. The maximum amount of 
observed parked cars during the morning was (76) vehicles, which left about 90-percent of the site open 
and available for use. Based on observations from 3:00 PM to 9:00 PM, there is more afternoon and 
evening activity, however the number of parked vehicles never exceeds more than 50-percent of the 
total parking supply. The peak hour of parking activity was during the 7:00 PM hour (354) vehicles. It is 
noted that this peak activity of the facility is outside the typical commuter peak hour that is the subject 



 

of traffic studies. It is also noted that parking during the 8:00 PM hour falls sharply, suggesting that late 
evening parking concerns are unlikely. There were no other notable parking observations; the facility 
has ample capacity to accommodate typical day parking needs. 

On an event day, based on parking observations from 8:00 AM to 6:00 PM, significant parking activity 
occurs early in the morning, coinciding with scheduled sporting events/activities. The 8:00 AM event day 
count indicated more parking than most of the hours observed during the typical day. The number of 
parked vehicles exceeds 50-percent of the total parking supply between the hours of 10:00 AM and 5:00 
PM and parked vehicles steadily increase hour by hour. The peak hour of parking activity was during the 
3:00 PM hour (586) vehicles. It is noted that the number of parked vehicles began to fall at 4:00 PM 
which coincided with the end of one of the major activities on the observation day. Even with a surge of 
parking activity, the total parking supply has ample capacity to accommodate event day hourly parking 
demand.  At peak, there were still (195) spaces unoccupied (25-percent of available spaces).  

With respect to observations of the front entry drop-odd and loading area, on a typical day the area is 
sparingly used during the morning. The area is more utilized during the evening coinciding with the 
beginning of evening scheduled activities.  Due to the sporadic nature of vehicle arrivals, queues formed 
sparingly throughout the 4:00 PM to 9:00 PM hours.  On the typical day the maximum observed queuing 
was (7) vehicles.  The max queue was observed only a handful of times. On am event day, the area is 
used with greater frequency and peak activity coincides with the scheduled start/end of activities.  At 
these times, the combination of pick-up/drop-off activities with a significant number of pedestrians 
traversing between the building and the parking area, results in queuing and congestion in the pick-
up/drop-off area.  The maximum queue was (8) vehicles. Over the course of a typical hour, average 
queues of 4- to 7-vehicles formed 5- to 10-times. At no time did the maximum queuing spill back to the 
internal site intersection or cause any issues with the internal parking area circulation. 

Install a bigger berm: 

The proposed berms are densely planted with evergreen and canopy trees, which at maturity will reach 
a minimum 35’ height.  They’re located along the south and west sides of Future Development Areas 3 
and 4, and along the west and north property line adjacent to The St. James building.  For every foot of 
added height an additional 6’ is added to the width of the berm.   

The berms proposed around the perimeter of Future Development Areas 3 and 4 have very little value in 
screening The St. James building from Half Day Road as the existing mature woodlands south of both 
development areas will remain and adequately screen the proposed building (see photo simulations 
prepared as part of the supplemental ARB submittal package).  However, the berms and landscaping will 
provide a continuous 35’-60’ vegetated screen at full maturity along the south perimeter road for those 
who choose to exit the site from the west.   

The berms proposed along the west property are within a foot or two of existing trees proposed to 
remain.  Adding additional height and width to the berm puts the health of the existing trees in 
jeopardy.  The area west of this berm is also part of a high-quality wetland and buffer setback and 
therefore is likely not to be developed (see Adjacent Property Context exhibit as part of the 
supplemental ARB submittal package). 

The berm north of The St. James building is located in an area where trees were removed as part of the 
existing development and has been changed to be a 6’ high berm densely planted with landscaping.  



 

Existing mature trees north of the site provide additional screening of The St. James building in the 
event that future development is proposed on the adjacent property north of the subject property.   

 

Tree Removal, Landscaping & Screening 

The landscape design intent is to both maintain some of the character of the site as it exists today while 
also proposing a landscape and preservation plan that complements the proposed and future uses.  This 
is achieved by preserving many of the site’s existing high-quality trees, supplementing trees that are 
proposed for removal with natural groupings of evergreen, canopy and understory trees for screening 
purposes, framing views of the building as you enter the site from Half Day Road, and by softening the 
building entry through the use of geometrically shaped planters that provide seasonal color and interest.   

Preservation of the existing trees is accomplished by a 50’ Conservation Easement along the west and 
norther perimeter of the site, preservation of all existing woodlands south of the internal ring road, and 
preservation of the existing trees and plant material along the east portion of the site which abuts I-94 
and the southeast portion of the site which abuts Half Day Road.  Between the conservation easement 
and preservation of trees, they effectively screen the proposed building and future development from 
Half Day Road, I-94 and adjacent parcels of land to the west and north.  Additionally, berms planted with 
dense groupings of evergreen trees, expected to reach over 35’ at maturity, are proposed to extend 
along the south and western perimeter of Future Development Areas 3 and 4, and the west and north 
property lines of The St. James development further screening future development from adjacent 
properties.     

After receiving feedback following the ARB Workshop, several site plan changes were made to improve 
pedestrian and vehicular circulation (see below as a part of the Parking, Circulation and Loading Areas 
section) and incorporate additional landscaping and amenities that contribute to offering a unique 
experience for visitors of The St. James.  The sidewalk along the east elevation of the building, adjacent 
to the Fieldhouse, has been widened from 8’ to 12’ to now include a canopy of trees on both the east 
and west sides of the path resulting in a unique experience for pedestrians as they access the main entry 
from the northeast parking lot.  The canopy of shade trees and evergreen trees proposed between the 
building façade and sidewalk will help meet the human scale by visually subdividing the building and 
lightening the sense of mass as well as provide a year-round grouped evergreen massing along the east 
elevation.  

The main entry plaza has been designed to be open, comfortable, and inviting with landscaped respite 
areas containing reclaimed wood benches, bike racks and planters consisting of flowering perennials and 
ornamental trees as well as massing’s of ornamental grasses that provide a variety of textures, color and 
seasonal interest.    

The landscape plan shows 290 deciduous (4” caliper) and 220 evergreen trees (assumes 6ft-8ft tall at 
install = 2.5” caliper) to be planted, totaling 1,667 caliper inches. 

This number includes 217 Appendix A/significant trees, as defined by Code, totaling 825 caliper inches 
(11 different species, Acer rubrum, Carpinus caroliniana, Celtis occidentalis, Gledistia tricanthos, 
Gymnoclaudus dioica, Liriodendron tulipfera, Quercus alba, Quercus bicolor, Quercus macrocarpa, 
Quercus rubra, Tilia americana).  

74 deciduous and 220 evergreen Non-Appendix A trees proposed for planting are Aesculus 
hippocastanum, Ginkgo biloba ‘Autumn Gold’ TM, Quercus robur ‘Fastigiata’, Taxodium distichum, 



 

Ulmus Americana ‘Princeton’, Zelkova serrata ‘Autumn Glow’, Juniperus virginiana, Picea abies, 
Pseudotsuga menziesii, Pinus, Flexilis ‘Vanderwolf’s Pyramid’, Picea omorika, Pinus strobus, Thuja 
occidentalis ‘Nigra’ 

According to the tree survey performed by a certified arborist, the proposed development will result in 
the removal of 198 unhealthy, dead, or dying trees (totaling 3,063 caliper inches) as well as 247 
Appendix A trees in good condition, (totaling 3,838 caliper inches) and 3 Non-Appendix A trees in good 
condition (totaling 35 caliper inches). Below is a summary of the trees proposed for planting and 
removal.

Site Lighting 

The overall site lighting and building lighting approach relies heavily on large scale utilitarian type 
fixtures for parking lots in combination with smaller, visually unique, pedestrian scale light fixtures with 
some façade lighting along the main entry to compliment the building. Site lighting combines (57) – 25-
foot-tall poles on 2’-6” bases for the parking lot and flush bases for other roads within the complex, and 
(39) exciting pedestrian scale fixtures with geometries pulled from some of the architectural details of 
the main façade. This distinctive pedestrian light fixture along the main south façade is key to the site 
lighting design in that the triangular type fixture unifies site lighting with the building itself, offering a 
cohesive design philosophy. With some limited building up-lighting along the east side, accent lighting to 
define the entry from the roof cut-outs, and visible lines of light defining these cut-outs, the exterior 
façade lighting provides themes that offer continuity and seamlessness from outside to inside. Where 
other building-mounted lighting is required for egress or loading areas, a smaller scale version of the 
parking lot fixture is applied to the building skin to accommodate those functional needs at (21) 
locations. 

 

Parking, Circulation & Loading Areas 

Following the ARB Workshop, there have been several site plan and landscape plan changes that 
respond to the feedback that The St. James team received.  An additional one-way drive lane has been 
added approximately 100’ north of the entry from Half Day Road for a more direct option to access the 
southeast and northeast parking lots.  The primary drive aisle that once divided the southeast and 
northeast parking fields has been revised to a boulevard condition without parking and now includes an 
alley of trees, additional pervious greenspace, and a pathway along the north section of the boulevard 
for patrons to safely and easily access the building’s entry.   

In addition, a one-way access road has been added along the east property line of Future Development 
Area #2 to more conveniently access the northwest parking lot, and bus parking has been added along 



 

the northern limits of the parking lot to accommodate up to (12) buses.  The Village of Lincolnshire does 
not have off-street parking requirements for a unique facility such as the proposed The St. James. As 
such, the parking requirements, as defined by Code, are based on the primary uses that are offered 
within the indoor facility which includes the recreational facility, the swimming pool, the meeting and 
events center space, the physician’s office, and spectator seating. The St. James will only host one event 
at a time. Therefore, parking demand was determined for the largest venue with a capacity of (900) 
seats.  
 
There are (945) existing parking spaces on the current property. The off-street parking spaces required 
based on Village Code is compared to the proposed parking supply of (934) parking spaces. In addition 
to the uses outlined above, The St. James will include complementary uses that include a day spa, 
daycare center, a sundry/exercise gear shop, and a restaurant. All these uses are considered ancillary 
uses to the overall development, where a patron will participate in the recreation center facility while 
also using one of these services in the same visit (e.g. a patron drops their child at the provided daycare 
and then uses the facility) and therefore no additional parking demand is expected to be generated by 
these ancillary uses. However, these ancillary uses were included as separate land uses in Table 1 to 
provide for a conservative analysis. The proposed parking supply will exceed the Village Code 
requirements. 
 
The future outlots shown on the Site Plan include potential building and parking layouts for 
informational purposes only.  In addition, there is sufficient ingress/egress between the main circulation 
drives and the outlots via numerous driveways.  Finally, there is additional one-way drive aisles at the 
southwest corner of the building and an immediate right-in at the main entrance to provide more direct 
access to the two main parking areas.  This will decrease the volume of traffic at the intersection and 
reduce concerns of cars stacking within the drop off area and south onto the entrance magazine from 
Half Day Road. 
 
The Springfield Virginia facility experiences 6-8 buses during high visitation periods such as tournaments 
or large local events (i.e. High School Homecoming).  Some of the buses leave the property for the day 
and some stay and wait onsite until pick up time.  We have identified a new temporary staging location 
for buses on the plan. 
 
Deliveries are not consistent daily and are spread throughout the week.  They vary in size from vans to 
box trucks to truck trailer. Loading areas for the facility are provided at the front entrance for facility 
users, and along the east and north elevations for building services.  The following is a chart that 
identifies Food and Beverage vendor and weekly frequency as reported from the Springfield VA facility.  
It is expected that the same if not similar vendors will be visiting the Lincolnshire location.

The combination of best-in-class athletics and fitness facilities, coaching and training in nearly 30 sports, 
hospitality amenities and sports medicine and general health and wellness services will make The 
St. James the epicenter of sports programming (youth and adult) and the “place to be” for active 
families. The St. James will offer a differentiated product by leveraging its size and strategic partnerships 
with both the private and public sectors and community organizations to deliver unique educational and 
experiential content. 

To further this goal, The St. James is targeting major markets across the country to build their flagship 
complexes. The greater Chicago area is a very attractive market for this sports, entertainment and 
wellness product. In particular, the northern suburbs of Chicago have the population density combined 
with sports participation rates and education levels that comprise most of The St. James target 
audience. After an extensive site search across many different municipalities, The St. James decided on 
this Property in Lincolnshire. The most attractive feature of the site is its visibility and accessibility off 
two major thoroughfares in the region. Users will drive from as far away as 20 miles to use the facility 
and easy access off major roads is a key driver to success. In addition, this site is slightly larger than what 
is needed to build the complex so it affords the opportunity to develop complimentary uses which will 
help drive the success of The St. James. The St. James vision for the site is to create the premier sports, 
entertainment, hospitality and wellness destination in the region. The St. James complex will be the 
anchor tenant on the site and will have the following components:

 Spectator seating for field, pool and rinks 
 Four basketball courts and nine volleyball courts

 Golf simulator area 
 Gymnastics area 
 Fitness center with cardio area, fitness studios and high-performance training center 
 Member locker room with lounge

 Restaurant 
 Active Entertainment Center (party rooms, gaming, play structure, ninja warrior obstacle course 
 Sports Medicine facility 
 Classroom and event space 

 
These features will attract active families, active adults and aspirational youth athletes to The St. James 
for best in class sports and entertainment experiences. In addition, complimentary entertainment and 
hospitality uses on the site will create a true destination or “third place” for people to come and pursue 
their individual passions.  
 

The Site 

The improvements at the Property currently consist of three, 2- and 3-story office buildings (plus a 
facilities maintenance building) developed on a dense wooded lot with detention basins and 945 parking 
spaces. The Property was developed and annexed into the Village in phases in the 1970s and 1980s. The 
two western buildings were most recently used by Hewitt & Associates for their corporate headquarters 
before Hewitt’s merger with Aon and subsequent relocation. One of the western buildings currently 
houses an Alight data center with approximately 10 employees. The remaining buildings on the Property 
are currently not occupied. In August 2018, a rezoning ordinance was approved granting a special use 
planned unit development on the Property. Future potential uses for the site include a full-service 
recreation, health and fitness facility (The St. James), restaurant, hotel and other general 
recreation/entertainment use. 

 

Design Vision 

Building Siting and Orientation 

The building orientation addresses solar orientation, building footprint, watershed, and floodplain 
issues, as well as serving as the backdrop to the rest of the development. The building faces south and 
utilizes an overhang to mitigate solar gain on the front facade. The other sides of the building have 



 

limited glazing so this orientation should improve energy performance over a western or eastern facing 
building.  

Materials 

The primary materials of this facility are precast concrete, glazing, and metal panels. The tone of the 
building is reserved, featuring a palette of muted off- white precast concrete, gray precast concrete, 
gray metal panels, and clear glazing. Some of the windows are translucent, such as at the field house. 
The precast panels are formed with a custom form-liner to provide a unique shape that creates visual 
interest. 

Environmental  

The site contains eight (8) wetland areas and four (4) open water stormwater management ponds. The 
identified wetland areas are vegetated with a mixture of plant species including wetland, woody and 
herbaceous vegetation. 

In general, the vegetative quality of the areas are low, as the areas have been invaded by non-native and 
weedy species such as: buckthorn (Rhamnus cathartica), sandbar willow (Salix interior), poison ivy (Rhus 
radicans), purple loosestrife (Lythrum salicaria), narrow-leaved cattail (Typha angustifolia), reed canary 
grass (Phalaris arundinacea), and common reed grass (Phragmites australis).   

The County and Corps of Engineers determined that five (5) of the onsite wetlands are isolated and only 
regulated under the Lake County Watershed Development Ordinance.  The three (3) remaining wetlands 
are regulated by the Corps of Engineers and under the Lake County Watershed Development Ordinance.   
The largest onsite wetlands are located on the south side of the property adjacent to Half Day Road.  
These isolated wetlands are being preserved by the proposed plan. Total wetland and waters area 
preserved on site is 2.08 acres. 

The proposed project results in 0.49 acre of permanent impact to wetland (0.2 acre-Corps regulated, 
and 0.29 acre Isolated-County regulated).   The wetland impacts are proposed to be mitigated through 
the purchase of wetland mitigation bank credit from a Corps approved wetland mitigation bank.  The 
wetland impacts will likely be mitigated at a 1.5:1 replacement ratio (0.735 acre of credit). 

The Corps of Engineer and County determined that the stormwater management ponds are exempt 
from wetland and buffer regulations.   

The Corps of Engineers and County have issued their initial review letters and issuance of wetland 
impact approval appears imminent following submittal the responses to comments. 

 

Signage Plan (Wall & Ground) 

The exterior signage program at The St. James – Village of Lincolnshire Sports Complex consists of the 
following sign types: (1) Main Monument Sign, (1) Entry Monument Sign, (1) Wall Mounted Building Sign 
and (5) Wayfinding Sign. They were designed with the large scale of the overall site in mind while using 
The St. James building architecture as their aesthetic inspiration while combining the St James brand 
colors and fonts. Their main function is to identify the property and to make the visitor’s first experience 
on the site, vehicular wayfinding, as easy as possible. 

 



 

Green Features 

Several "green" features are being provided on this project, which include, but are not limited to: 

 ComEd Design Assistance Program will make this job will be built 5% below energy code. 
 Utilize energy efficient LED lighting in all spaces. 
 Ice rinks and other areas will be engineered to use an energy efficient cooling systems. 
 Project will be designed to use water efficient fixtures. 
 User will look to use a recycling program operationally. 
 Construction Waste Management – the General Contractor will seek to divert from the landfill 

jobsite waste.  This includes construction and demolition waste from demolition activities as 
well as construction. 

 LED Temp Jobsite Lighting – significant energy savings will occur through the project by the 
contractors use of LED jobsite lighting during the construction process. 

 Limited Idling and Tiered Emissions – the project will endeavor to implement a limited idling 
policy on the jobsite as well as implementing a tiered emissions standard on diesel non-road 
equipment and on-road vehicles controlled by our subcontractors. 

 

Additional Site Information 

With the storm detention as currently designed, submitted, and in review by LC-SMC, there are no 
above ground site plan changes that will impact the site plan for ARB approval.  In the event that 
detention is required to be upsized in the future, no site plan changes will be necessary.  There is 
sufficient area for underground detention to account for any additional volume.  

Additionally, the buffer width between the Half Day Road property line and the nearest buildable area is 
120 feet.

Introduction 
 

Kenig, Lindgren, O’Hara, Aboona, Inc. (KLOA, Inc.) has prepared this parking evaluation 

memorandum for the proposed The St James (TSJ) development to be located in the northwest 

quadrant of the Interstate 94 and IL 22 full access interchange in Lincolnshire, Illinois.  

 

The approximate 435,488 square-foot The St. James is a destination sports, health, and fitness 

center that includes a recreational facility, a competitive-grade swimming pool, indoor playing 

fields and hockey rinks, spectator seating for hosted events, a meeting and events center, and a 

sports medicine office. The facility will operate 24 hours a day, seven days a week and is estimated 

to accommodate up to 1,350 visitors at any given time, with additional attendance for hosted events 

and meetings. The development proposes an approximate 934-space surface parking lot (see 

exhibit in the Appendix).   

 

The purpose of this parking evaluation is to determine if the proposed parking supply is adequate 

based on existing Village Code parking requirements.  

 

Parking Evaluation Based on Village Code 
 

The Village of Lincolnshire does not have off-street parking requirements for a unique facility 

such as the proposed TSJ facility. As such, the parking requirements, as defined by Code, are based 

on the primary uses that are offered within the indoor facility which includes the recreational 

facility, the swimming pool, the meeting and events center space, the physician’s office, and 

spectator seating. The TSJ will only host one event at a time. Therefore, parking was estimated for 

the largest venue with a capacity of 900 seats.  

 



Table 1 shows the off-street parking spaces required based on Village Code and is compared to 

the proposed parking supply of 934 parking spaces. In addition to the uses outlined above, the TSJ 

will include complementary uses that include a day spa, daycare center, a sundry/exercise gear 

shop, and a restaurant. All these uses are considered ancillary uses to the overall development, 

where a patron will participate in the recreation center facility while also using one of these 

services in the same visit (e.g. a patron drops their child at the provided daycare and then uses the 

facility) and therefore no additional parking demand is expected to be generated by these ancillary 

uses. However, these ancillary uses were included as separate land uses in Table 1 to provide for 

a conservative analysis. As shown in Table 1, the proposed parking supply will exceed the Village 

Code requirements. 

 

Conclusion 
 

Based on the preceding parking evaluation, the proposed 934 parking spaces for the The St James 

development will exceed the parking requirements based on the Village of Lincolnshire Code.

Background 

 TSJ Lincolnshire Property LLC 

(TSJ), petitioner and property 

owner, seeks the ARB’s review 

of the proposed development 

plans required for a Major 

Amendment to the existing 

Planned Unit Development to 

approve preliminary 

development plans for The St. 

James private and public 

recreation facility. As part of 

the ARB’s review, TSJ 

requests a workshop to 

receive feedback and 

comments on the proposed 

plans before the ARB makes a 

recommendation to the Village 

Board at a future ARB 

meeting.   

 

 The 43-acre property (90, 98, 

and 100 Half Day Road) is a 

key gateway site at the 

intersection of Tri-State Tollway I-94 and Half Day Road, as shown in Figure 1 on the 

attached location map. (Note: the property will be readdressed with “St. James Way” 

addresses, with The St. James complex proposed to be “1 St. James Way”.)  

 

 The subject site is zoned B-2 General Business and is located in the Commercial Sign 

District. Adjacent uses include:

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o North & West: A 111-acre unincorporated property (commonly known as the 

“Florsheim property”) which is slated for sale and development in the near future 

(zoned “E” Estate in Lake County);  

o East: Tri-State I-94 Tollway; and 

o South: Homewood Suites Hotel (zoned B2 PUD); Wood Creek Courts and other 

residential developments (zoned R3 Single-Family Residential).  

 

 In August 2018, the property was rezoned from Office Campus to B2 General Business 

(Ordinance #18-3780-208) to allow for The St. James as well as other recreation, 

entertainment, and hospitality uses. The Ordinance provides for a building height 

exception for The St. James building from the maximum-permitted 42’ up to 75’ (the 

height increase is permitted only for The St. James fieldhouse).  

  

 The property consists of three, 2- and 3-story office buildings (as well as a facilities 

maintenance building) developed on a densely-wooded lot with stormwater detention 

areas. The property was developed and annexed into the Village in phases in the 1970’s 

and 1980’s. Two western buildings were used by Hewitt & Associates for their corporate 

headquarters before Hewitt’s merger with Aon and subsequent relocation. One of the 

western buildings currently houses an Aon Hewitt data center which will be relocated. 

The third office building is located adjacent to the Tollway. TSJ purchased the property 

in October 2018 from Medline Industries who had owned it since 2015.  

 
 The Village Board held a preliminary evaluation regarding the Major Amendment to the 

existing Planned Unit Development at the February 25, 2019 Committee of the Whole 
meeting. The Board referred it to the Architectural Review Board (ARB) regarding site and 
building design reviews. The Zoning Board is not involved in the review process, as the 
Village Board holds all zoning review authority for PUDs. At the time of referral, the Village 
Board requested additional setbacks from Half Day Road and line-of-sight renderings.  

 
 The Village’s internal Development Review Team conducted a detailed review of the 

plans on June 25, 2019 and provided comments to the petitioner. Those comments were 
incorporated into the current proposal. In addition, the Village’s landscape consultant ILT 
Vignocchi conducted a landscape review and established compliance with Title 13 (Tree 
Preservation & Landscaping) of the Lincolnshire Village Code (Village code). 

 

 On November 15, staff sent a courtesy email notice of the November 19, 2019 ARB 

workshop meeting to 140 individuals in the Village’s database of interested individuals 

who wished to be on the notification list regarding this development. This has been 

staff’s practice since the initial preliminary evaluation meeting. The petitioner will be 

required to provide a formal notice to adjacent property owners within a 250’ radius 

prior to the public hearing at the Village Board, which has yet to be scheduled.  

 

 The ARB’s workshop review should focus on the following aspects of the proposal: 

o Site and building design  

o Signage  

o Landscaping 

o Lighting 

 

Note: Internal building design elements or functions as well as underground 

improvements (such as detention) are not within the ARB’s purview.  
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Project Summary and Staff Comments 

 According to the petitioner, “The St. James Sports Complex aims to be the center of the 

social community” and “the design will be clean, bright and be executed at the highest 

level of quality and refinement – a direct reflection of the company’s brand and style.”   

 

Site & Building Design  

 The site plan (see attached Document 2) depicts a 447,526-square-foot, two-story 

facility on an 8-acre lot (which is to be created with the proposed subdivision) across 

the northern portion of the site. Four additional lots are proposed for a limited service 

hotel, restaurant, and entertainment uses. The petitioner indicates 31 acres are 

available for development (excluding wetland, floodplain, and detention/compensatory 

storage areas). The tallest part of The St. James building (the field house, located along 

the Tollway) will be 75’. As depicted in the petitioner’s presentation packet, The St. 

James facility is to be 775’ from the nearest Wood Creek Courts Subdivision home, 

2,200’ from the Old Mill Woods subdivision, and 2,225’ from Sutton Place.  

 
 The proposed parking, designed per Village code requirements, is located along the east and 

west side of the building and includes 934 parking spaces, which meets code for the uses 
that will be housed in the building (including, but not limited to, recreational, banquet, 
medical, dining, and spectator seating). It is designed to accommodate 900 attendees at the 
peak usage level. The St. James expects to have up to 350 employees, with no more 
than 170 employees on site at any given time. The facility will operate 24 hours a day, 7 
days a week. Access will be provided via an existing signalized entrance off Half Day 
Road, via an existing private drive called “Hewitt Drive”. The petitioner proposes to 
rename “Hewitt Drive” to “St. James Way”, with The St. James building to be addressed 
“1 St. James Way”.  

 

 As stated in the petitioner’s cover letter, the proposed materials reflect the St. James’ 

brand. The predominant building material is a grey precast concrete with architectural 

finish and a metal seamed roof. The petitioner also incorporated aluminum and 

translucent panels with aluminum curtain wall glazing. Staff requests the ARB’s 

consideration if further design enhancements should be made for added visual interest 

and contextual fit. The presentation packet includes massing, simulations, and line-of-

sight renderings to demonstrate how the proposed building will work with the 

surrounding area.  

 

 The petitioner proposes an attached outdoor seating area along the south building 

elevation adjacent to the restaurant. 

 

 All rooftop equipment will be screened with parapet walls and will not be visible from 

ground level.  

 

 A 6’-tall trash enclosure to match the building is proposed in the northeast portion of the 

site.  

 

 The site is proposed to include an artificial turf area west of the main entrance to be 

used for outdoor activities (see attached Document 2 for the manufacturer’s 

specifications).  

 

 The petitioner previously provided a traffic study for the Half Day Road area which 

accounts for the St. James facility, the neighboring CDW Center, and other uses. It 
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concluded no adverse effects would impact the road/intersection capacity. The developer 

included the attached exhibit that depicts a drop-off area for The St. James along the 

south façade as well as an overall circulation plan. Access points into the remaining 

development pads and the Florsheim property are also provided.  

 

 TSJ contacted the Lake County Stormwater Management Commission (SMC) regarding 

on-site detention for this development, and SMC provided conceptual approval. A formal 

SMC permit will be required prior to final Village Board approval. The petitioner has 

also worked with SMC and Army Corp of Engineers regarding wetland mitigation.  

 

 Site amenities include sidewalks, enhanced crosswalk paving, trash receptacles, 

bollards, planters, bike racks, and benches (see attached Document 2 for manufacturer’s 

specifications).  

 

Signage  

 Two ground monument identification signs, one wall sign, and five wayfinding signs are 

proposed, in keeping with the St. James brand. The ground signs will be backlit and 

placed within landscape medians. The wayfinding signs will have reflective letters and 

will be placed throughout the property. As can be seen in the below charts, the 

proposed ground and wayfinding signs will require code exceptions regarding their 

length, height, size, and setback from curb (the exceptions will be addressed at the 

Village Board public hearing after the ARB review/recommendation).

Landscaping  

 The developer is providing 50’ buffer areas along the north and west property lines 

(adjacent to the Florsheim property), as required by the PUD Ordinance. They will also 

retain existing mature trees along Half Day Road and the Tollway. The majority of tree 

removals (251 trees in good condition and 198 in dead, dying, or diseased condition) will 

occur to create building footprints and parking lots. Additionally, the petitioner is 

proposing a 3’-tall planted berm along the west and north property lines for The St. 

James development. A total of 450 new deciduous and evergreen trees are to be 

planted. The Village’s tree removal amnesty (in effect until December 31, 2020) 
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exempts commercial properties from meeting tree replacement accountability for 

dead/unhealthy trees. 

 

 Landscaping is proposed around the building and site perimeter. Staff finds the site will 

be adequately landscaped per Village code requirements, providing appropriate 

quantities and diversity of indigenous flora for year-round visual appeal.  

 

Lighting  

 A combination of parking lot light poles (57) and pedestrian-scale light fixtures (39) is 

proposed. The proposed light pole height and lighting levels meet code requirements.  

 

Recommendation 

The ARB is requested to provide feedback and direction to the petitioner. No formal motion 

is required for workshop reviews. The petitioner will incorporate the ARB’s comments into 

their next submittal for the ARB’s consideration at a future meeting.
